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Suggestions For ARES GO-kit 
 
I am routinely asked "what personal items do I 
need to take when sent to a disaster area"?  
The short answer: Take everything you would 
need to survive on a camping trip for a week, 
plus some disaster specific items. Our Go-Kits 
need to be always on our minds and ready to 
go. A complete Go-Kit will help us provide bet-
ter support to our served agencies. 
 
Your kit will need to be tailored to meet your 
specific needs but the following is a suggested 
minimum content list. Prepare and test your kit 
well before the next event, as you may need to 
hit the ground running when called.  
 
The idea of your personal kit is to help you sur-
vive, be more comfortable and protect yourself 
from unknowns the best you can. We cannot 
be productive nor do our job if we are a burden 
on the system.  Your communications equip-
ment "Go-Kit" is a separate list. Remember to 
register with your local EC, and never self-
deploy to a disaster scene. 
 
Training cards: Training cards/certificates for 
ARRL, FEMA and other certifications are im-
portant items to take with you. Laminate your 
training cards to protect them. Minimal training 
includes FEMA IS-100, IS-200, IS-700, IS-800 
and ARRL EC-001, EC-002 and EC-003.    
 
Served agencies are requiring volunteers to 
have certain training and experience before 
deploying them. Training will help you to know 
the lingo, procedures and processes. Red 
Cross First Aid and CPR training is also a 
must. A good way to get general training is to 
enroll in the next Community Emergency Re-
sponse Team (CERT) class. Then, take the 
Red Cross training, and the ARRL and FEMA 
Independent Study online courses.  
   
Vaccinations and medications: Tetanus, Hepa-
titis-A, Hepatitis-B, TB all are recommended 
vaccinations. (Check with your doctor to make 
sure you get the right shots). Personal pre-
scription medications: copies of all prescrip-
tions, including generic names for meds and a 

note from the prescribing physician on letter-
head stationary for controlled substances and 
injectable medications should be carried.  Also: 
First aid kit or CERT kit; First Aid Quick Refer-
ence card and equipment manuals in zip lock 
bags; acetaminophen, aspirin, ibuprofen, or 
other medication for pain or fever; mild laxa-
tive; anti-diarrheal tablets; throat lozenges; an-
tacid; antifungal and antibacterial ointments or 
creams; cough suppressant/expectorant. 
 
Documentation: Addresses, e-mail and phone 
numbers for family, friends, work, doctors; ID 
cards - make copies of everything in your 
wallet and leave them with someone at home; 
paper, pencils; reference material, e.g., fre-
quencies, net schedules, operator instructions 
for all equipment; reading material for spare 
time; ARES message forms. 
 
Personal: Cash or traveler's checks, change; 
cell phone, battery, charger; waterproof watch; 
moist towelettes for sanitation; disinfectant; 
laundry detergent; toilet paper; towel (highly 
absorbent, travel towels if possible); extra pair 
of prescription glasses, copy of prescription; 
soap, shampoo, anti-perspirant, shaving kit; 
tooth brush and paste; lip balm; sunglasses; 
ear plugs, eye shades; Kleenex. 
  
Clothing: Gloves (leather, medical, non-latex 
types); comfortable, light-weight long pants, 
long-sleeved shirts; sturdy shoes and boots 
(at least two pairs); rain gear; rubber boots; 
hat/cap; hard hat; safety goggles; dust mask or 
cotton T-shirt to filter air.  
 
Food and Water: Bottled water; water fil-
ters/purification system, tablets; nonperishable 
food items; Power Bars.  
 
Camping items: Candles, matches, lighter in a 
ziplock bag; Ziplock bags; flashlight and extra 
batteries or shake/crank-flashlight; can opener; 
garbage bags (they double as panchos) and 
plastic ties; paper towels; fire extinguisher; duct 
tape; tent; compass; signal flares; hand tool kit; 
Spare AA, C, and D batteries; knife, such as a 
Swiss Army Knife or Leatherman; fork, knife, 
spoon kit; insect repellent containing DEET (up 
to 50%); sunscreen (preferably SPF 15 or 
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greater); crank-powered weather radio; Pair of 
FRS radios and spare batteries; ropes of vari-
ous lengths; pillow, bedding; air-mattress; 
bungee cords; chemical illumination sticks; 
electrical tape; small hand saw, or tree limb 
saw; small Teddy bear for yourself or in case 
you find an upset child. 
 
Put your go-kit supplies in re-sealable plastic 
containers, and then pack them full of trash on 
the way out. Take a spare everything.  
 
The idea of your Go-Kit is to prevent you from 
becoming a problem in the disaster relief effort.

Emergency Shelter for Disasters 
 
This is the second in a series of articles I am 
writing about my efforts to improve my family’s 
disaster preparedness stance.  I have already 
taken some of these steps, and more are 
planned over this year to make us better ready 
for a natural disaster. 
 
As I mentioned in the first article, we all have 
four basic needs that must be attended to im-
mediately: 

1. Water 
2. Shelter 
3. Food 
4. Sanitation 

 
We addressed water in the January 2008 issue 
of the newsletter, so we move down the list to 
the next item in priority order - shelter. 
 
We can last days without food (most of us 
can), but we all need to rest within 24 hours, 
and if that resting place isn’t protected from 
bad weather, we can suffer serious health 
problems very quickly.  If our family includes 
any very old or very young members, the need 
is particularly urgent. 
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It would be great if someone would just take 
care of us all, but as we saw with hurricane Ka-
trina, the ability of the government agencies to 
deal with massive disasters is limited.  Help will 
be coming, but it could take a while to get 
there.  FEMA says as much as a week, pes-
simists suggest several weeks. 
 
Your disaster shelter needs will probably vary 
somewhat with the type of disaster and exactly 
where you live.  I live in the city of Moorpark in 
the newly-revised 500-year flood plain.  While it 
is possible I may need shelter due to flooding, 
it is far more likely for someone living in the 
Oxnard plain.  Fires are more likely to affect 
sub-urban and rural communities.  Earth-
quakes are an equal opportunity disaster and 
are equally likely in all seasons, and probably 
represent the worst case for our area because 
of both scope and severity.  I will concentrate 
on earthquake preparedness, but you need to 
remember any other exposures that you have, 
such as fire, flood, tsunami, etc. 
 
 In an earthquake, there is a need to survive 
the first few minutes, and the front of the phone 
book has excellent suggestions that I won’t re-
peat here.  Once you are through the initial 
shaking, you have to make a decision.  “How 
safe is the structure I am in?”  Up through a 
mid-six quake, most of us will be in good 
shape.  The newer our home, the more likely 
that is to be true.   
 
Once you get past 7.0 even new construction 
wood frame houses may have suffered signifi-
cant damage.  If there is any question, get out.  
Remember, that after-shocks can come mi-
nutes to days later and be as bad as or worse 
than the initial event.  The rapidity with which 
you go may be influenced by the sounds you 
hear from the structure.  I keep most of my 
supplies in the garage and would likely try to 
exit through there, taking a moment to move 
the most important disaster supplies out of the 
house.  If it sounded too threatening, I figure I 
can pull them from the wreckage later if the 
house collapses. 
 

Since earthquakes can happen in any season, 
you need to be prepared for spring, summer 
fall and winter.  It may be as cold as it ever 
gets in your area (low 30s for me), as hot as it 
ever gets (~110), dry, or wet and rainy.  Oh 
yes, lets not forget the winds which might ap-
proach 100 mph.  Believe it or not, simpler is 
better, and not much is needed to make it for a 
week in these conditions.  We need something 
over us to keep out the sun, wind and/or rain, 
and something to keep us off the ground which 
may be cold and/or wet.  Winter means warmer 
coverings for sleeping, but something is 
needed for most people on all but the hottest 
nights. 
 
You may already have the perfect solution.  
Anyone who camps in most seasons probably 
has everything needed.  It just has to be ac-
cessible.  Even if you don’t, “I’m cheap but I 
don’t want to die” grade items are available 
from many online vendors such as www. qua-
kekare.com (check the “shelter” link near the 
bottom on the left side).  These items are pretty 
much disposable, but if offered something like 
that or dying of exposure, I’ll take the cheap 
stuff.  I have a “food saver” vacuum sealer and 
have sealed away gloves, knit caps, changes 
of clothes and such so they are virtually im-
possible to spoil and enough for the family fits 
in a foot locker near the garage side door.  This 
represents one solution to the problem.  There 
are others available.  I have the US Army field 
manual FM 21-76 “Survival” and chapter five 
covers shelter.  Lots of great ideas there.  The 
entire text is available on the web and you can 
print the chapters useful to you, or order a hard 
copy from Amazon (I got mine at a ham fest). 
 
I intend to expand this article over the next 
month and place it on the CVARC web site at 
the same http://www.cvarc.org/emergency link 
that the water article is placed.  If you have 
ideas or suggestions, suppliers, or links to 
great web sites, I’d love to hear your ideas.
